Dear Mr Mayor,

On behalf of Vinnytsia City Council, we express our sincere respect to you and the community of Panevézys
for supporting the residents of our territorial community in such a difficult time for Ukrainians.

As a result of russia's full-scale military invasion of Ukraine, the conditions for providing educational
services to children have changed. One of the priorities for educational institutions under martial law is to
organize the educational process to ensure safe learning conditions for children.

To this end, in 2022-2024, Vinnytsia City Territorial Community repaired premises used as simple shelters -
in pre-school, general secondary and out-of-school education institutions and signed memorandums on
the use of simple shelters with various business entities. In 2023, the construction of 10 radiation shelters
began. All shelters in educational institutions are equipped in accordance with the requirements of the
State Emergency Service.

Thanks to the measures taken, 48 out of 61 municipal preschool education institutions (77%) provide the
educational process offline, and all 44 schools of Vinnytsia City Territorial Community provide the
educational process offline or in a mixed form (offline-online).

However, due to the massive rocket attacks, Ukraine's energy system has suffered significant damage and
cannot be fully restored in the near future. Since June 2024, Ukraine has been subject to hourly power
outages, which makes it impossible to provide three meals a day to children in preschool education
institutions, and since September 1, with the start of the new school year, to children of beneficiary
categories in general secondary education institutions. In addition, in the absence of electricity supply,
there is no Internet connection in the institutions, which negatively affects the educational process in
schools.

Therefore, there is currently an urgent need to provide educational institutions with generator sets. The
generators that are already installed in educational institutions provide power to shelters and staging
areas located in community schools. However, their capacity is not enough to ensure the organization of
the educational process and children's nutrition.

Thanks to the installation of generators in the educational institutions of our local community, all children
of school and preschool age, including children of beneficiary categories: children of combatants and fallen
defenders of Ukraine, missing defenders, internally displaced persons, children affected by hostilities,
orphans, children from low-income families, etc. 46279 children will go to their schools and 17224
preschool children will go to kindergartens.

In view of the above, please consider providing humanitarian assistance to Vinnytsia City Territorial
Community in the form of generator sets with a capacity of at least 50 kW and the following technical
characteristics: three-phase, cased, diesel fuel, low noise, energy efficient.
