Dear Mr Mayor,

On behalf of Vinnytsia City Council, we express our sincere respect to you, Mr. Mayor,
and the community of PanevéZys for supporting the residents of our local community
in such a difficult time for Ukrainians.

As a result of russia's full-scale military invasion of Ukraine, the conditions for
providing educational services to children have changed. One of the priority tasks for
educational institutions under martial law is to organize the educational process in
educational institutions to ensure safe learning conditions for children.

At the end of the 2023-2024 school year, most children in Vinnytsia City Territorial
Community received educational services offline. This became possible because the
city council repaired and adapted ground, semi-basement and basement premises of
pre-school, general secondary, out-of-school and vocational education institutions for
simple shelters. Currently, 10 anti-radiation shelters are being built on the territory of
educational institutions so that even more children of our community can receive
educational services offline.

But the constant hostile shelling of Ukraine's energy infrastructure threatens the start
of the new school year both offline and online.

In order to prepare pre-school, general secondary, out-of-school and vocational
education institutions for the new 2024-2025 school year during the hostilities, it
became necessary to install additional power sources, namely generators. The
generators that have already been installed in educational institutions provide power
to shelters and staging areas located in community schools. Unfortunately, their
capacity is not enough to ensure the organization of the educational process.

In view of the above, we are writing to you with a kind request to consider providing
educational institutions of Vinnytsia territorial community with alternative power
sources - generators with a capacity of 30-100 kW, thus enabling every child of our
community to have access to quality and safe education, even under martial law.
