Dear Madame Mayor,

On behalf of the city of Vinnytsia and on my own behalf, allow me to express my sincere respect to
you, Madame Mayor, and to the community of PanevéZys, and to thank you for the solidarity and
supportyou are providing at this difficult time for our country. Such assistance is extremely valuable
and meaningful to our residents and is evidence of a true partnership between communities.

In the current circumstances, particular attention must be paid to ensuring the stable operation of
critical urban infrastructure facilities, on which the safety, accessibility and quality of life of the
population directly depend. One such facility in Vinnytsia is the municipal enterprise
Vinnytsiamisklift, which operates and maintains more than 70% of the city's housing stock. The
enterprise operates around the clock and performs important functions in eliminating emergency
situations and responding to emergencies with a high level of social significance. Hundreds of
thousands of Vinnytsia residents use the lift system every day, including the elderly, people with
disabilities, families with children and residents of upper floors. Employees of Vinnytsiamisklift make
daily visits to carry out scheduled inspections, technical maintenance, routine repairs and immediate
response to emergency calls, including during emergency and scheduled power outages.

Due to constant power outages, the number of elevator breakdowns has increased significantly,
forcing city residents -— especially the elderly, people with disabilities, and parents with children —
to remain trapped in elevator cabins for long periods of time. In such circumstances, the timely
arrival of emergency crews is critical. At the same time, the lack of sufficient numbers of serviceable
and mobile vehicles significantly limits the company's ability to respond quickly to all calls at once,
especially during peak periods of power outages.

In addition, emergency crews are involved in repairing breaks in water, heating and hot water supply
networks, as well as eliminating flooding in residential buildings. In the context of full-scale war, the
workload on emergency and service departments has increased significantly, and the efficiency of
their work has become critically important for ensuring the functioning of the community. Service
facilities are located in different areas of the city, which requires constant mobility of personnel. The
wear and tear of the company's existing vehicle fleet significantly complicates the rapid response to
calls.

In view of the above, we kindly request that you consider providing Vinnytsiamisklift with a vehicle
for humanitarian aid, including a used one. The most appropriate option would be a light commercial
van or a specialised vehicle, which would enable emergency teams to work more effectively, respond
to emergencies in a timely manner and improve the safety of city residents in the difficult conditions
of wartime.

We are sincerely grateful for your attention to the needs of the city of Vinnytsia and for your potential
support. We look forward to further developing our cooperation on the basis of mutual trust and
solidarity.
